As you are aware Phonics is a vital part of your child’s learning, as it helps in reading and writing. Therefore, your child will be completing a phonics screening test during the week beginning the 16th June.  This test is a national test and will be completed by many year one children in the country. The children will be asked to sound out and blend a variety of words. This will cover phase 1 to 5 of the letters and sounds scheme.

During the half term and during the lead to the test it will be great if you could practise your child’s sounding out and blending of words.
